Pentecost

A Reading from the Acts of the Apostles

When the (lay of Pentecost had come, Jchey were all Jcoge’cher in one
place. And su(lclenly from heaven there came a sound like the rush
of a violent Win(l, and it filled the entire house where Jchey were
sitting. Divided tongues, as of fire, appeared among them, and a
tongue rested on each of them. All of them were filled with the
Holy Spirit and ljegan to spealz in other languages, as the Spirit
gave them aljili’cy. Now there were devout Jews from every nation
under heaven living in ]erusalem. And at this sound the crowd
ga’chered and was Lewildere(l, because each one heard them spealeing
in the native language of each. Amazed and astonis}le(l, Jchey aslzed,
“Are not all these who are spealeing Galileans? And how is it that
we hear, each of us, in our own native language? Parthians, Me(les,
Elamites, and residents of Mesopotamia, ]uclea and Cappaclocia,
Pontus and Asia, Phrygia and Pamphylia, Egypt and the parts of
Libya Lelonging to Cyrene, and visitors from Rome, both Jews and
proselytes, Cretans and Arabs—in our own languages we hear
them spealeing about God’s deeds of power.”

A Reading from the first letter of Paul to the Corinthians

Now there are varieties of giﬂs , but the same Spirit; and there are
varieties of services , but the same Lor(l; and there are varieties of
activities, but it is the same God who activates all of them in
everyone. 1o each is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the
common good. To one is given through the Spirit the utterance of
Wisdom, and to another the utterance of lenowle(lge according to
the same Spirit, to another faith l)y the same Spirit, to another
gif’cs of healing l)y the one Spirit, to another the Worlzing of
miracles , to another prophecy, to another the discernment of
spirits, to another various kinds of tongues, to another the
interpretation of tongues. All these are activated l)y one and the
same Spirit, who allots to each one in(livi(luaﬂy just as the Spirit
chooses. For just as the ljocly is one and has many meml)ers, and all
the members of the Lody, ’chough many, are one Lody, so it is with
Christ. For in the one Spirit we were all LaptiZe(l into one l)ody—
Jews or Greeks, slaves or free—and we were all made to drink of

one Spirit.

When it was evening on that clay, the first (lay of the Weele, and the
doors of the house where the (lisciples had met were locked for fear
of the Jews, Jesus came and stood among them and saicl, “Peace be
with you.” After he said ’chis, he showed them his hands and his

side. Then the (lisciples rejoiced when Jchey saw the Lord. Jesus said
to them again, “Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I
send you.” When he had said this, he breathed on them and said to
Jchem, “Receive the Holy Spirit.
